Winter Schedule

Daily use of the 9:00 — 3:00 Winter Schedule will begin on Monday,
November28, and continue through Thursday, February 2, with the exception of
First Friday on December 2. The 8:05 — 3:00 regular schedule will be used on
December 2 to enable the children to attend the 8:15 Mass, which is offered for
those whose names are inscribed in the St. Aloysius Memorial Book. If there is

fog on December 2, come in when you feel it is safe to do so.

The 9:00 — 3:00 class schedule will not be used at any other time this year.

If fog is a problem before November 28 or after February 2, please come in only

when you feel it is safe to do so. Do not jeopardize your safety.

St. Aloysius School does NOT cancel classes. Please DO NOT attempt to
drive through fog if you think that conditions are unsafe. Come only when and if

you feel safe in doing so. Your safety comes first! If you arrive late because of

fog, your child will not be marked tardy.
